     FREEDOM OF BELIEF:  Each member of this Church 
shall be free to hold personal opinions and beliefs regarding 
religious or secular matters.

REQUIREMENTS: Prior to being accepted as a member, 
the following must be accomplished by the applicant:

1. Participate in an orientation program to include the 
history of Unitarian Universalism and the culture of 
the First Unitarian Universalist Church of San 
Antonio.

2. Meet with the Minister or a church officer.  If after 
the orientation program, you feel you need more 
one on one time with the minister, you may 
schedule a personal meeting.

3. Make a responsible pledge of financial support and 
review the current operational budget.

4. Applicants who have recently been a member of 
another Unitarian Universalist Church or who have 
attended a recent Coming of Age class may be 
excused from the orientation requirement.
